o Fighting, foul language and threats of violencd walt be tolerated.
o Staff members will discuss behavior problems whi ¢hild
immediately upon occurrence, following this esaataprocedure:
First occurrence: Verbal warning
Second occurrence: Time away from the group
Third occurrence: Intervention
If the behavior does not improve, parents or gaenrslwill be contacted
by phone. If the behavior does not improve aftphane consultation,
parents or guardians will be asked to meet pronvaitly staff for
discussions with the child.

A child may be suspended from the program if dismepbehavior does not cease
after this series of interventions.”
